10. S.A.R.G. reserves the right to unilaterally terminate this agreement on the grounds of legitimate motives
 and after a validating decision of the correspondent internal authority. The beneficiary will be notified
 of the termination of the agreement and the termination will also be uploaded in the “Transparency Initiative” portal.

11. Unilateral terminations apply to active agreements only.

12. In case of a unilateral termination, the beneficiary is entitled to a fee in direct analogy to the part(s) of the project that were executed in accordance to the requirements set by the Academic Coordinator.

13. The beneficiary may terminate this contract at any time after written notification of the Scientific Officer and the Special Account of Research Funds, which explicitly states the date of his departure, on which the contract is terminated. The written notification must be submitted within sixty (60) days before the date of departure and the contract is terminated free of charge. This deadline shall be deemed reasonable by all Contracting Parties, and compliance with it shall be necessary for the proper implementation of the physical object of the project / program, the responsibility of which lies solely with the Scientific Officer of the project / program in accordance with Article 56 of Law 4485/2017. In case of non-compliance with the above deadline, the Scientific Officer upon a substantiated request to the EL.K.E. may request the non-payment of all or part of the balance of the beneficiary's fee and the release of the relevant amount, as a penalty clause against the beneficiary for non-compliance with the terms of this contract, if the non-compliance with the deadline is not based on great reason.
14. The beneficiary undertakes a contractual obligation not to disclose any confidential information, including any documents, notes, analyses, studies, samples, drawings, flowcharts, databases, models, plans, know-how and software (including source and object codes) to any third parties and violation of this term constitutes a breach of contract. A breach by either party of this Agreement may cause irreparable damage for which the non-breaching party may not be adequately compensated by monetary damages. In the event of a breach, or threatened breach, of this Agreement, the non-breaching party may be entitled to seek equitable relief from any court of competent jurisdiction, whether preliminary or permanent. 

15. S.A.R.G. owns all proprietary rights in and to the copyrightable and/or copyrighted works described in this Agreement, unless otherwise described in the Agreement signed with the funding provider(s).

16. This agreement constitutes a work contract (in keeping with the conditions laid down in article 681 AK and article 64 of Law 4485/17).
